City Council to Consider New Settlement Offer by
Cadillac Fairview for the Don Mills Centre

Dear Don Mills Resident:

On October 1st, 2009, City Council considered a settlement offer of $17 million by
Cadillac Fattview for a community centre on the Don Mills Centre site, In return,
Council.was to approve.increases in height and;,density proposed for phase-two,,
of the redevelopment of the Don Mills Centre.

City Council rejected the offer and instead supported the recommendation of City
Planning that the city attend the Ontario Municipal Board (OMB) hearing to
oppose the application, I too voted against it. At the same meeting. City Council
voted to continue negotiations with Cadillac Fairview to achieve a more
appropriate development for the site ancf one that would still include the benefit
of a community .centre for Don Mis. City Council will consider a new settlement
offer on February 22/23, 2010.

I will consider three things when evaluating this settlement offer and the
appropriateness of the proposal; the need for a community centre, the densities
and heights of the proposed buildings and their impact on future development in
the Don Mills area and the views of rny constituents.

i have been advocating for a community centre for Don Mills ever since Cadiftac
Fairview first expressed interest in redeveloping the site over 9 years ago. I have
stated for the record on numerous occasions, that I would not support an
application thatdid not include-a commuraty.centra..Stiifyl-am not.prepared to••••
support an application for development in exchange for a community centre at
any cost,

Until now, the application has proposed the kind of heights and densities found
afong a subway line. Without significant changes, if approved, these heights and
densities could be used in the future as precedent and could set the tone for new
development m the Don Mills area, on Don Mills Road and along The Donway, In
weighing the impact that this application could have on the future of Don Mills
and the importance of a community centre, \ remain very concerned about
allowing North America's first planned community to become a Tall Building
District."
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t would like to share with you all of the details of the Settlement that was recently
reached between Cadillac Fairview, DMR! and the City, but the confidentiality
and timing of the new prevent me from holding another public meeting
and releasing specific details before City Council considers the item, 1 strongly
object to this secrecy as the community should be provided with all the facts and
be allowed to make their views known. I can only tell you, alt indications are that
the new settlement is a slight improvement on the deal City Council previously
rejected and will still include an offer of a community centre.

I ask for your thoughts on the following question;

Do you support a Cadillac Fairview development application that wilt result
in densities similar to those along subway corridors and wiJI likely result in
a change in the nature and character of Don Mills, in exchange for a $17
million community centre?

This is the very difficult question that I and the rest of Toronto City Council will be
asked to consider next, week. This is a big decision-and not an easy one. In the
absence of holding a community meeting the results of this survey will help me in
my deliberations.

I have heard from many Don Mills residents regarding Phase II of the
redevelopment of the Don Mills Centre and I appreciate the passion that so many
have shown with regard to this application. We can all agree that this
development has, and will have a significant and substantial impact on our
neighbourhood for years to come.
